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WHERE MOST CALIFORNIA EXPORTS ARE SHIPPED:

The following 10 countries received about two-thirds of all shipments from California in 2009.

1. Mexico ... US$17.5 billion (14.6% of California exports,
down 14.6% from 2008)

2. Canada ... $14.3 billion (11.9%, down 20%)
3. Japan ... $10.9 billion (9.1%, down 16.5%)
4. China ... $9.7 hillion (8.1%, down 11.3%)
5. South Korea ... $5.9 hillion (4.9%, down 23.3%)
6. Hong Kong ... $5.8 billion (4.8%, up 2%)

7. Germany ... $4.4 billion (3.7%, down 22.9%)
8. Taiwan ... $4.1 billion (3.4%, down 20%)
9. United Kingdom ... $3.9 billion  (3.3%, down 29.3%)
10. Netherlands ... $3.6 billion (3%, down 18%).

California was able to grow its exports to only one top 10 country, Hong Kong.

The following 10 nations supply about 80% of the value of all imports shipped to California in 2009.

1. China ... US$89.3 billion (33% of California imports,
down 9.5% from 2008)

2. Japan ... $33.6 billion (12.4%, down 39.3%)
3. Mexico ... $29.5 billion (10.9%, down 12.7%)
4. Canada ... $17.2 billion (6.4%, down 19.9%)
5. South Korea ... $12.2 billion (4.5%, down 21.2%)
6. Malaysia ... $8.8 hillion (3.2%, down 5.4%)

7. Taiwan ... $8.1 billion (3%, down 27.4%)

8. Thailand ... $7.1 billion (2.6%, down 14.9%)
9. Germany ... $5.7 billion (2.1%, down 24.8%)
10.  Saudi Arabia ... $3.8 billion (1.4%, down 57.6%)

China, Japan and Mexico account for 56.3% of all Californian imports last year. All top 10
suppliers experienced slowdowns in their shipments to California in 2009.
